@ Extending your Patio or Deck with potted Herbs and Flowers

A deck or patio is an extension of your kitchen and dining room. When creating your patio, the overall design needs to be t&ken into
consideration to complement the room that uses it as a vista. Flowers and plants chosen, should be with the internal spacen mind.
Potted plants are an easy, inexpensive wayo dress up your patio. They can be moved around and switched out per season. Growing
herbs in pots offer not only a visual pleasing effect but also provide culinary benefits for your grill.

1) Make holes in the bottom of your container to allow for drainage.

2) Fill the container with half potting mix and half with rich organic compost. Soil preparation is the key to growing everyth ing
from flowers to veggies.

3) Buy well established herbs, such as basil, mint, cilantro, parsley, chives, oregano or thyme from a nursery.
4) Once planted, they will need waterd but do not overwater. They also require a good amount of sun to grow.

5) Once established, keep pruning them back so they do not become leggy or start flowering. Once they produce flowers, their tste
will not be as intense and in time the plant will die.

To promote a healthy and vigorous growth, add some organic fertilizer every 2 weeks.

Green Hornet & Super Hero Cocktail

Heat 1/3 cup each SUGAR and WATER in a saucepan until the sugar is dissolved. Chill. Puree the cold syrup with
1 cup FRESH MINT and 1/2 cup FRESH CILANTRO, then strain. Rub the rims of 4 rock glasses with a slice of
JALAPENO and a LIME WEDGE; dip in SALT and then in SUGAR. Fill with ice. Combine half of the herb syrup,
the juice of 1 LIME and 1/2 cup TEQUILA in a shaker, shake, then strain into 2 glasses. Top the drinks with ginger
ale.

Grapefruit Mint Salad

Using a sharp chefds knife, cut away the peel and white parts f
membranes to remove the segments. Squeeze the membranes over a bowl to extract the juice. Whisk 2 table-

spoons CLOVER HONEY and 2 tablespoons finely chopped FRESH MINT into the juice. Arrange the grapefruit

segments on a platter and drizzle with the dressing.

Most food containers and most plastic bags can be recy-
cled too. Even decorative accessories and household items made of plastic can be recycled, such as plastic
dishes, toys and cosmetics.

1 Pass on plastic. Instead of using disposable plates for a party, rent dishes and glasses. Renting is often
cheaper than you think. They handle pick -up and drop -off and the washing!

1 Purify your tap water and refrigerator with a filter, and skip buying bottled water.
1  Combine all your shopping needs for a certain area to save on gas.

One more thing to remember: instead of turning down your thermostat, use your fan to stay cooler, or in the
winter time, wear a sweater to be cozy!
