As we are heading into this New Year, the Board of Directors hopes that for many of our
residents who have been hit hard in this economic downturn, new opportunities and new

beginnings may open up to safeguard everyone’s future and wellbeing.

Whether we live next door or not to a home that is in foreclosure, it has not only an
impact on everyone’s property value in the community, but we all feel for our neighbors who
are in such difficult situations. Because of negative equity and lack of financing in this recession,
it is harder to move where the jobs are. Owners are hurting but our Board has to see the big
picture. Our association has been able to retrieve some of the money owed when homes are re
-sold, and was therefore able to plan for improvements in our community. One such
improvement is a Bar Code Reader at the front gate. Once installed and gate access stickers
are placed on the windshield of the cars, residents will be able to enter Portofino Shores
without having to open the car window during bad weather to activate the gate. Another

improvement will be the installation of a fountain in the big lake.

Our Reserve Account will receive an extra amount to cover future repairs of buildings,
roads, etc.. Additional money has been set aside in a new account for pool repairs and possible

weather related damages that are not covered by our insurance policy.

Amendments to our documents have been finalized and will be sent shortly to all
homeowners for their votes. The Board of Directors would like to point out that these votes
are very crucial for our community and need to be taken very seriously. Please send in your
votes as requested in a timely manner. All changes to the docs can be found on our website,

As a reminder, please check your roofs for dirt and debris and discoloration and have them

power washed.

/ Portofino Shores Community Development District

A Community Development District is an independent local unit of special purpose government
created under Chapter 190, Florida Statutes. Once formed, a CDD can issue tax-exempt bonds
to pay for infrastructure, such as roads, water and sewer and storm water management, parks
and recreational facilities. Bonds issued for Portofino Shores were used for roads, sewers,
water and other utilities, lakes, irrigation, and preserves. |

The Portofino Shores CDD is governed by a five member Board of Supervisors. The CDD has
entered into a maintenance agreement with the Portofino Shores HOA for the maintenance of
these facilities. The CDD board is chaired by Henry L. Schmitz jr. Meetings are held quarterly on
a Tuesday at 2:30 pm. Other meetings are held when necessary.

CDD board members are elected by the district members at the regular county elections. This
method of election began with 2 seats in 2010. Beginning with the 2012 elections all seats will
be elected via this method. Vacancies can be filled via appointments by the CDD board.

The lakefront restoration project is over 90% complete and is on schedule. A final inspection
will be done when the project is complete and prior to any final payment to the contractor.

Sheriff Deputy Davis advised to call the ANIMAL CONTROL
which we have NOT done YET.
