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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT ELECTION (CDD)

The Portofino Shores Community Development District was estab-
lished January 3, 2003 to plan, finance, construct, operate and main-
tain various public improvements and community facilities within its
jurisdiction. The District is governed by a five (5) member elected
Board of Supervisors. They are elected during a general election of
the registered voters within the District. The current Board is com-
prised of Henry L. Schmitz Jr., Carol Laymon, Al Zemola, James

Tippmann, and Terry Edwards.

Two seats of the Board will be up for election during the year 2010.
The election will be part of a general election conducted under the

St. Lucie County supervisor of elections this fall. These are the seats
of James Tippmann and Terry Edwards. Anyone wishing to be a candi-
date for election can do so by going to the supervisor of elections and
filling out the forms. The qualifying period is from June 14 through
June 18.

A third seat will be up for election via an election at the CDD meeting
to be held this fall. The time of this election will be announced at a
later date. This is the seat currently held by Carol Laymon. This is the

last time that a seat election will be conducted by this method.

The remaining seats are the seats held by Henry L. Schmitz Jr. and Al

Zemola. These seats will be up for election in 2012.

PARENTS

Please talk with your family regarding the following concerns. We love your children and want to keep

them safe.

1. Access to common areas around the lake is from the Clubhouse and the area opposite Splendido Drive

only.

2. Children and adults should consider using reflective tape on bicycles and clothing, especially when riding

at night.

3. There is no roughhousing at the pool. Parents, please be in the pool with your young ones at all times

and read the pool rules that are posted near the gym door.

4. Children have been observed hanging from the Volley Ball Court net. This is a NO NO.

A reminder to ALL parents:

The use of our playground is at your own risk. Children under the age of 12 are required to be accom-
panied by an adult and cannot be left unattended. The playground area is accessible ONLY by pool
key. Pool keys cannot be lent to someone else. Hours are from 8am to 8:30pm. Residents have to be
in good financial standing with the Association to be able to access the Recreation area which includes

the playground.

CAUTION when leaving the clubhouse by car!

There is a stop-sign when turning into

Spanish River Road coming from the Clubhouse.

Please make sure to stop at this sign and then approach the corner to Spanish
River Road very cautiously when crossing the walkway. Many children tend to
ride their bicycles on this sidewalk. The walkway on the left and right at this exit,
unfortunately, is not visible! Please drive responsibly and keep our

children safe.

COMMUNITY EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAM (CERT)

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) concept was developed and implemented by the City of Los An-
geles Fire Department (LAFD) in 1985. They recognized that citizens would very likely be on their own during early
stages of a catastrophic disaster. Accordingly LAFD decided that some basic training in disaster survival and rescue

skills would improve the ability of citizens to survive until RESPONDERS or other assistance could arrive.

In St. Lucie County the CERT teams operate under county direction and are also trained under county direction at
the Indian River State College. They are sponsored by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, the State of Flor-

THE ART OF REINVENTING YOUR HOME’S INTERIORS

The 10 most common decorating mistakes and some ideas for correcting them
By Steffi Rohr
Awkward traffic patterns
Solution: Avoid blocking paths to doorways with furniture.
Uncomfortable conversation areas
Solution: Define areas so people can face each other when talking.

Arrange for intimate seating to avoid having to raise their voices. Ideal is the U-shaped conversation area.

The least comfortable one is the L-shaped configuration.
Poor furniture placement
Solution: Donét press your furniture up against the walls.
Walk through the room without obstruction by your furniture.
Room is off-balance
Solution: Always consider the height and size of furnishings.

Avoid having all heavy or tall pieces on one side of the room. For example, you can balance an armoire

on one side of the room with an indoor tree diagonally across from it on the other side.

Furniture of different heights

Solution: Keep your upholstered pieces at one height, and hang your art at approximately the same level to prevent a
visual #Aroller coastero effect.

6. Lack of cohesive look
Solution: Use pairs of chairs, lamps, etc. This will give any room a quick formation of looking cohesive.
Ignoring the room’s focal point

Solution: A window with a view, a fireplace, a large painting, or a grouping of smaller paintings can all serve as a
focal point. Once you have established your focal point, play it up.

Improper use of artwork

Solution: Hang all your art 3 inches | ower-l @vhalnd y(iut tvo mks
one wall blank in every room to give the eyes a place to rest.

Ineffective use of accessories
Solution: Keep collections together. Less is more when it comes to knickknacks.
Using lighting incorrectly

Solution: Be sure each room has both general illumination and task lighting, and your art and accessories have ac-

cent lighting whenever possible.
